Respect Working Men and Women - End the Lockout
After more than two years of negotiations, Faithful Central Bible 
Church’s bargaining agent forced steep cuts on Forum workers. 
Veteran stagehands were then locked out of their jobs. These men 
and women, eager to return to work, stand on the sidewalk as 
replacement workers are brought in on Faithful Central Bible 
Church buses.

Honor Labor - Meet with the Union
IATSE Local 33, the union that represents the Forum’s stagehands, has repeatedly asked Bishop 
Ulmer for a meeting. Until presented with pictures of its buses bringing in replacement workers, 
the Church has tried to wash its hands of the dispute.
